SIBUR-KHIMPROM PLANS
TO START MAKING SATURATED
POLYESTER RESINS

n " E y P of Sibur-Khimprom, said

at a meeting with SIBUR
customers and partners on 6—7 April the launch of ne-
opentyl glycol (NPG) and saturated polyester resin pro-
duction would be that the company’s main import-substi-
tuting project. ‘The active phase of the project will begin
in 2023,” he promised. Reminder: the project is currently
at the design stage. According to the tender documen-
tation, Sibur-Khimprom intends to build a plant with the
annual capacity of 66,000 t (35,000 t of neopentyl glycol
and 31,000 t of solid saturated polyester resins) in Perm.
NPG is used in the production of polyester varnishes and
resins, polyurethanes and polyurethane foams, powder
and other coatings. Over 12 types of paints and coatings
are made from NPG. Now, NPG is out of production in
Russia. Sibur-Khimprom synthesised the first pilot batch
of the product back in 2004. However, the company has
never mass-produced the material. Neither do local com-
panies manufacture solid polyester resins yet.

KAZAKHSTAN INTRODUCES MANDATORY

ELECTRONIC CLEARANCE OF GOODS
DELIVERED TO EAEU COUNTRIES

It became mandatory in Kazakhstan from 1 April 2023 to
issue accompanying invoices for goods (AlG) in trade with the
Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) countries to reduce shad-
ow revenue and eliminate VAT losses, according to the State
Revenue Committee of the country’s Ministry of Finance. The
department reported that this process in electronic form has to
be carried out before crossing the border and certified with an
electronic digital signature (EDS), which ‘excludes the possibil-
ity of issuing documents for straw owners, fictitious shippers
and consignees, bankrupts and liquidated legal entities’. The
introduction of an online tracking system for the movement of
goods is pursuant to an agreement on electronic navigation
seals (ENS) for transport monitoring across the EAEU (Rus-
sia, Armenia, Belarus, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan). The use of
the seals will have no effect on the transport of the sanctioned
goods and parallel imports, according to experts. Naviga-

tion seals make it possible
to identify the incidents of
access to transit cargo and
provide tracking of their
location. Besides, the use of
seals leaves transport costs
‘virtually unaltered’.

CLOSURE OF POLISH BORDER AFFECTS

KAZAKHSTANI CARRIERS

New restrictions on the crossing of the Belarusian-Polish
border were imposed on 21 February 2023. Thus, trucks were
forbidden to enter the border crossing point Kukuryki (Po-
land)-Kozlovichi (Belarus). This ban applied to all the vehicles
but those registered in Poland and the member states of the
European Union, the European Free Trade Association (EFTA),
the European Economic Area (EEA) Agreement and Switzer-
land. ‘Kazakhstani carriers that transport Kazakhstani goods
to European countries and European ones to Kazakhstani
companies are among those subject to these restrictions, and
this will lead to millions in losses. As of 23 February, over 150
Kazakhstani vehicles were in Poland and over 100 ones were
on the way to the European Union. Logistics is disrupted and
transport costs are rising,” Murat Amrin, director-general of
the Logistics and Transportation Department of the Atameken
National Chamber of Entrepreneurs of Kazakhstan, said.

At the moment, negotiations are also underway with the
Lithuanians to ensure unhindered passage for Kazakhstani
carriers through the country from the European Union in the
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direction of Belarus and
Russia. The queuing
vehicles are also put on a
list to transfer the data to
Lithuanian stakeholders.

Lithuania-Belarus,
Latvia-Belarus and Lat-
via-Russia border crossing
points are the only land
routes left between the EU
and the EAEU now. There
is also an alternative route
via the Caspian Sea, but
it increases the distance to
Europe by a factor of 1.5
and transport costs by

— Mr Rudakov, your company
operates in the niche for industrial
spray paints. Why did you choose this
business?

— In the 1990s when the borders
were opened up, we engaged in the
import of automotive chemicals into
Russia and researched this market
segment well. When a crisis occurred
in 1998 and all imports became much
more expensive, we came to a decision
to set up our own production in Russia.
We saw that there was demand in this
market segment, while there were few
domestic producers; the market was
unoccupied. In 1999, we developed and
launched eight aerosol spray products
under the brand name KERRY. They were
well received by consumers. Therefore,
production and, accordingly, sales began
to grow. We initially relied on our own
research and development and invested
in the production in an effort to achieve
the same quality as foreign companies
had. In 2005, we already had extensive
experience of filling aerosol spray
containers and a scientific background.
We decided to grow our business by
entering the paints and coatings market:
we started making aerosol spray enamels,

first for the automotive applications and
then for all the others. We launched the
production of polyurethane foam in 2012
and that of construction and automotive
sealants and adhesives in 2019. Thus,
first of all, the segment is not that narrow,
and secondly, the production of aerosols
is a high-tech process, which is very
interesting. Especially when you consider
that we make all our products on our
own: this is a fully integrated production
from the development to the packaging.
As a result, EIf Filling is the largest
manufacturer of industrial aerosol sprays
in Russia now.

— The company has its own
trademarks and provides contract
manufacturing services. What is their
ratio in the output?

— The ratio is constantly changing,
but contract products usually account
for 25—30% of the total production.

We have come a long way in improving
formulations, selecting components and
optimising manufacturing processes.
Now, we offer our hands-on experience
of making of a wide range of high-quality
products. Nowadays, we provide the full
package of services from developing or
selecting a ready-made formulation to

— What materials is your product
mix comprised of now? What lines of
business do you plan to develop in the
near future?

We have a very wide range of
materials. We produce automotive
chemicals and auto detailing supplies
under the KERRY and AXIOM brands;
KUDO and DONEWELL automotive
and general-purpose paints and
coatings; RUSH graffiti paint; KUDO
household chemicals, KUDO, RUSH and
DONEWELL polyurethane foam; KUDO
and DONEWELL sealants and adhesives.
We also adapted to the situation with
the coronavirus: we promptly began
producing sanitizers that fully meet GOST
requirements.

As for the priorities, as | said, we
launched the production of sealants and
adhesives in 2019. As we are striving to
do everything on our own, the startup
of a new production facility required
significant expansion of our research
and development centre: a laboratory
designed for the development of sealants
and adhesives appeared there. We also
built a new plant as the old one was no
longer suitable for the re-equipment. This
is a relatively new field for us and we see
great potential for it because the market
for adhesives and sealants is very large.
We have been operating in the segments
for auto chemical, aerosol spray paints
and polyurethane foam for a long time
and have a strong position there, but
we still have to gain a firm footing in the
market for adhesives and sealants.

— What trends in the market for
adhesives and sealants could you
single out? What is special about this

www.chemcourier.com
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market?

— The market for adhesives and
sealants should be split into the
professional and the end-user segments.
In the professional one, comprehensive
solutions are on trend: there is a need
for the material capable of both gluing
and sealing, or, say, working in any
conditions, including under water. In the
end-user one, highly specialised solutions
are in favour: for instance, a sealant
specifically for parquet flooring, for glass
or for roofing. At the same time, they want
a high-quality product at a low price.

In retail, demand is also shifting
towards smaller packaging. People are
trying to save money not by buying
lower-quality goods but a 40—60 ml tube
instead of a 260 ml cartridge, which is just
enough to complete their task.

Another trend is the emergence of
new materials, in particular those based
on hybrid polymers that combine all the
best properties of silicones, acrylics and
polyurethanes without having their flaws.
We are following this trend and already
produce several types of hybrid adhesive
sealants, several more are in the final
stage of development.

The trend towards import substitution
is clearly visible, with demand for
domestic products growing. Here, we
are at the forefront as well: at our new
plant, we were one of the first in Russia
to launch fully integrated production of
various adhesives and sealants. The full
cycle gives us huge advantages over
foreign companies. All development costs
(we also develop sealants on our own)
and production are in roubles, delivery
costs are lower and there is no need

HPOI/ISBOACTBO ASPOBO/\EI;I
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to pay customs duties. This enables

to offer goods of the same quality as
premium imports in the ‘upper mid-range’
segment and win a significant market
share from foreign manufacturers. This
works especially well during a crisis. This
strategy helped us grow rapidly in the
segments for aerosol enamels and car
chemicals in 2009 and 2015.

— What properties are in demand
in the segment for decorative aerosol
spray coatings and graffiti paints?

— Decorative enamels and paints for
graffiti are completely different segments
and they have different requirements. For
decorative enamels, the appearance of
the coating and its durability are primarily
important: everyone wants a coating that
looks beautiful but does not need yearly
touch-ups. The paint coverage rate is also
important: the higher the enamel opacity
is, the fewer layers are needed and the
larger area can be covered with one can.
The compliance of the coating colour with
the RAL standard has been growing in
importance lately: it is convenient when
the colour can be selected by code and
it will be the same for any manufacturer.
For graffiti paints, on the other hand,
the so-called system of caps is primarily
important. In the process of creating a
drawing, a graffiti artist needs to use
different spray patterns: thin, thick, flat,
round. This is achieved by changing the
caps. So, conventional aerosol spray
paints behave unpredictably when
changing a cap and do not provide the
required spray pattern. Therefore, graffiti
paints have special formulations and
aerosol spray containers are fitted with
a valve of a certain model. For graffiti
artists, a high coverage rate and a wide
range of colours are also important. The
price, of course, is significant in both
segments, but not at the expense of
quality. In other words, there is a certain
level of consumer properties that a buyer
would not dispense with even if they are
offered a lower price.
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— Are aerosol spray materials for
automotive chemicals and auto repair
in demand mainly among individual
consumers or among automobile repair
shops as well?

— Initially, KERRY automobile
chemicals were marketed as products for
individual consumers who service cars
on their own. Over time, however, they
became popular with car services as well.
We got more active in the professional
car repair segment in 2016 by launching
a special family of automotive chemicals
for repair shops under the brand name
AXIOM. As the requirements in the
professional segment differ from those of
individual consumers, we have developed
separate formulations for the repair shop
product family, reviewed the containers
certain products are packaged in and
established separate sales channels. Now,
AXIOM products occupy a prominent
place among automotive chemicals for
car repair shops, but if we gauge sales of
automotive chemicals and auto detailing
supplies, individual consumers still buy
more than repair shops.

— Are there any special
requirements for aerosol spray paints
feedstock?

— Paints and coatings in aerosol
spray containers are a much more high-
tech product than the same materials
packaged in simple cans. Accordingly, the
requirements for raw materials are higher.
For enamel in aerosol spray containers,
an optimal ratio of a binder, pigments
and functional additives is needed. And
it is imperative to ensure their complex
interaction. There are more stringent
requirements for the fineness of feedstock
grinding to avoid the valve and the cap
clogging. The shelf life of some of our
products is 10 years, which implies high
sedimentation resistance.

The purity of propellant is also
subject to special requirements that
necessitate making large investments
in equipment and meeting high

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production standards. We have our
own farm of tanks for highly flammable
liquids and propellants with the total
capacity of over 400 m3 at our plant.
We deliver propellants to the facilities
exclusively by our own gas carriers
that undergo regular performance
checks. On the premises of our research
and development centre, we set up

a laboratory for multi-stage quality
control; some control methods are our
know-how. And the first stage is the
control of all raw materials coming to
the facility. It takes years of research

to gain that kind of experience and
make really high-quality aerosol spray
products. Figuratively speaking, you
cannot just take enamel from a can and
fill an aerosol spray container with it. Or
rather, you can do so, but you will not
get any proper or even just a workable
product. Aerosol spray paints are a
separate world with their own specific
requirements.

— What sales channels do you use?
Do you supply products abroad; do you
plan to develop in this direction?

— We are trying to use all possible
sales channels. We have partners in
each region: large trading companies
that we appointed as dealers of our
products in different segments. We also
work with large federal retail chains. In
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recent years, we have been cooperating
closely with large online stores that

are gaining increasingly more traction.
The so-called professional channel is

a separate area where we work with
construction companies that directly
use our products.

In terms of geography, we sell our
products not only in Russia, but also in
Kazakhstan, Belarus, Georgia, Azerbaijan,
Armenia, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan and even
Mongolia where we have distributors.

In the near future, we plan to enter the
European markets.

— What is your outlook for the
industrial aerosol spray market? What
are the company’s plans for this year?

— The mission of our company
is the development of high-tech
environmentally friendly production
and the creation of new jobs. The goal
is to become the largest professional
manufacturer of industrial aerosol
sprays and construction chemicals
in the Eurasian Customs Union. We
continue pursuing this path. In terms of
outlook, we hope for a full recovery in
the industrial aerosol spray market by
the end of the year. In the DIY segment,
we already see a positive trend, but the
professional channel will need
a little more time to return to the
previous sales.

— What main features of the
Russian decorative coatings market in
the CIS would you single out?

The association
pays attention to informing and educating
the population about the consumption of
quality paints and coatings so that they
have an idea of possible risks and make
their choice consciously.

— The Russian decorative coatings
market has been stagnating for years.
Many of its players say that cheap
products dominate the consumption.
How does AkzoNobel manage to
compete in such conditions while
selling high-end materials?

— We cannot see such a trend
in either our sales or modern retail
sector where the high-end segment
accounts for 25—30% and the low-
end one for under 20% in monetary
terms. This shows that a customer,
when given a choice, is willing to pay
for quality products. The price plays a
significant role in the paint purchases
of construction companies and public
entities. However, quality paints last
longer and allow savings in a facility
entire service life, so here we have
many examples of successful
cooperation as well.

— AkzoNobel owns worldwide
known brands. Does the brand loyalty
exist in Russia? Does it apply to the
company’s brands?

— Customers tend to be loyal several
trusted brands rather than just one. We

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certainly feel this trust. Moreover, when
the buyer knows that they can trust a
responsible producer, trust in all of its
brands grows. Our brands are among
the most recognisable and popular,
which helps increase our sales and
market share.

— Does the company intend to
further localise the production of
decorative coatings in Russia? What
are your product portfolio expansion
plans for next year?

— AkzoNobel is ready to consider
localising its production if it is
economically and technologically
feasible. We are constantly working on
the expansion of our capabilities and
product range in Russia. Every year, we
roll out new products to meet different
needs of our customers. Last one, for
example, we launched a new surface
preparation product family under the
brand name Polyfilla, which is already
the sixth brand in our decorative paints
portfolio in Russia. In the near future,
new silicone exterior paint of Marshall
brand will appear on the market. We also
plan to introduce new products of Dulux
and Pinotex brands during the year.

— Many market players are talking
more and more about the trend of
digitalization in the Russian paints
and coatings market (for example,
the growth of online sales).

How is your company developing
this line of business?

— Digitalization, of course, remains
an undeniable trend, although the
share of online sales is still small. Our
company keeps track of all the tools
that appear in this area and actively
creates them itself. For example, we
offer Dulux Visualizer, a unique free
colour matching service for real interior
images, that has already received a
positive response from the market.
Last year, we presented Dulux colour
scanners for quick colour matching of

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any surface to the Dulux colour palette
in a mobile application.

— Now, the world of technologies
and chemical materials is advancing
at a rapid pace. What technologies or
products of the paints and coatings
industry from recent years, in your
opinion, can be regarded as one of the
key breakthroughs or achievements?

— We consider the increasing
number of water-borne palnts which
are not inferior i

WHEN PRODUCT PORTFOLIO
EXPANSION SERVES AS FOCUS

The Russian market for decorative
coatings has been languishing for
several years now. The main reasons
for this are consumers’ low solvency,
the economy stagnation and fierce
competition. One of the methods

of struggle in such conditions is the
revision of companies’ product mix.
Mischa Malachi, marketing director
at Integra Deco Group, spoke about
the situation in the Russian paints and
coatings market, the launch of new
products and forecasts for 2020.

— The decorative coatings market
is stagnating now; successes of some
companies are more often than not
accompanied by losses of others.
How does IDG manage to beat off
competition in such conditions?

— The company increased sales by
advancing the production. Last year,
we upgraded our equipment, which
helped us maintain and even improve
the quality while optimising costs at all
manufacturing stages. We are expanding
our product portfolio and looking for new
niches, customers and markets. We have
a lot of ideas and interesting projects;
there is room for improvement in this
direction. IDG is strengthening its market
presence through a network of dealers
and regional distributors and penetrating
less developed markets. This way of the

expansion, without getting involved in
strategic marketing and price wars in
more competitive markets, is more cost
efficient. Furthermore, it is important
for us to cement ties with our partners.
This strategy is central to the long-term
success of our company.

— Interra Deco Group has been
operating in the market for over 27
years. How has the company’s product
portfolio changed over the years?

— Interra Deco Group takes an active
part in the CIS paints and coatings
market development. Our products
are well known in the market thanks to
Bayramix (scagliola plaster and exterior
materials) and Decorazza (decorative
paints and plasters) brands. In 2015, we
launched and are actively expanding
the family of innovative paints under the
Olsta trademark. Olsta Crystal Air, for
instance, is a paint that purges the air in
living areas of formaldehyde. In 2018, we
were the first in Russia to think not only
about the high quality of their products,

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but also about health protection. We are
constantly rolling out new materials and
new decorative coatings colour palettes,
following the trends in the rapidly
changing world of design. In general, our
company is continuously working hard on
the product mix expansion.

— What role does the product
portfolio play in the company
development? Do you consider the
promotion of the existing product mix
or the introduction of new products
more effective?

— Our product portfolio was designed
and shaped based on the market needs
and the European quality standards.

Our materials are available in all price
segments. The company’s current mix
satisfies all basic consumer needs. As

for new products, we update our product
range all the time, following the latest
market trends. The primary products
represent the stability and status; the new
products are the company’s endeavour to
invest in its own development and self-
improvement. It is essential to strike a
balance here, and we pay attention to all
of our products.

— What channels do you use to sell
paints and coatings? Do you plan to
expand them?

— As we are a manufacturing
company, our main customers are
definitely in the B2B segment. The plans
for the next year include an increase
in the customer base, the growth of
the market share and the geographical

e
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expansion, as | mentioned above. We
are also aiming for better cooperation
with our B2B partners at all times and
investing in customer service primarily to
meet modern customer requirements for
shopping method options.

— Apart from low solvency, the
growth of the low-end and the
mid-range segments of the paints
and coatings market is commonly
attributed to low consumption culture
in the country. Do you agree with this?

— | am disinclined to talk about
the low culture of paints and coatings
consumption in the country. The general
economic situation in Russia seems
unfavourable for an increase in the mid-
range segment sales, but consumer
behaviour suggests otherwise. A buyer
is equally interested in the product price,
its quality and formulation. According to
market research, every third customer will
stop buying their favourite products if they
lose confidence in the brand. Together
with the current level of environmental
responsibility and the tightening of the
environmental legislation in all the sectors
of the economy, this gives us a completely
frugal buyer that is ready to do repair in
stages to save money while using a quality
higher-priced product. So, based on the
supply and demand law, we can say that
a customer has already made their choice
in favour of a higher-quality product.
Fast-growing demand for interior design
services also indicates that the culture of
paints and coatings consumption is high.
When it comes to large customers, they
often need low-end and mid-range goods.

— It is widely believed that the
market share of DIY chains has
increased in recent years. Do you share
this opinion?

— Every single producer feels
the influence of DIY chains on its
business nowadays. In 2019, the
Russian DIY market expanded by 7.5%
and exceeded the pre-crisis levels,
according to the official statistics.

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Now, over 1,000 department store
and specialised DIY chains operate in
Russia. Leroy Merlin holds a market
share of nearly 25%. Also, DIY chains
continue to capture the online sales
segment that accounts for about 10%
of the market now and are expected
to reach about 13% by the end of
2020. Weaker retail demand and
fierce competition are forcing DIY
chains to drum up specialty and B2B
business. Last year, the retailer Leroy
Merlin launched an online store for
professional buyers, mainly small and
medium-sized construction companies.

It remains open to question how
beneficial the DIY segment’s effect on
producers will be in the long term. Every
company is striving to sell its products
in DIY chain stores. However, such
participation is more often than not just
promotional. The presence of goods on
the retailers’ shelves facilitates growth of
manufacturing capabilities and capacity

utilisation but not always generates profit.

— Can the export be regarded as an
alternative for a company struggling to
grow in a stagnating domestic paints
and coatings market?

— Interra Deco Group is already
working actively in the CIS markets:
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Armenia,
Azerbaijan and Kyrgyzstan. These are
dynamically developing markets, but
each of them has its own features. We
plan to increase exports further as we

consider them one of the high-potential
development paths.

— What is your outlook for the
paints and coatings market? What are
the company’s plans?

— According to our marketing
forecasts, the waterborne coatings market
may expand. Housing construction,
which makes up about 76% of the total
consumption of all coatings, remains the
main driver of this growth, and its share
of waterborne coatings consumption is
even larger. If the authorities continue the
current economic strategy aimed, among
other things, at substituting imports and
increasing local content of foreign goods,
the number of paints and coatings market
players will increase in the country. End
users will win in any case as manufacturers
will have to make original new products
and quote prices corresponding to the
purchasing power while competing for
them. It is important for us to invest
in equipping our own production with
high-tech devices, to conduct tests and
research diligently and achieve unique
formulations. Ultimately, we are seeking
to develop paints and plasters with an
optimal combination of environmental
and safety properties. Our plans include
the further upgrade of production and the
implementation of new projects.

— Did the acquisition of the
business have any impact on the
company’s operations in Russia?

no short-term impact on our operations

in either Russia or any other country. In
the medium and long term, however, and
we are positive about this, the synergistic
effect will bring many advantages. From
the very beginning, our entire approach

— The year 2021 was quite
challenging as tight supply and
increased prices of raw materials
affected almost all market players.
How did last year go for your
company?

— Thorsten Dreier: Indeed, 2021
proved unprecedented for many industries,
including paints and coatings and
adhesives. We faced huge demand in all
of the world’s regions and for almost all
product families. However, a logistical
crisis reshaped the global trade and
disruptions to many established supply
chains led to a shortage of many raw
materials.

| believe that a lot of companies in the
chemical industry had similar struggles in
2021. They had to ensure the availability
of raw materials, bring capacity utilisation
to a maximum and secure uninterrupted
deliveries to consumers. With production
facilities around the world, Covestro makes
many of its products for customers at their
locations. The acquisition of RFM further

expanded our manufacturing base and
helped us address some of the global
logistical issues more effectively. In this
regard, we undoubtedly scored a win.
We had to do it simultaneously with the
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integration to ensure, as mentioned before,
the uninterrupted business operations and
support for our customers.

— What achievements would you
like to highlight?

— Thorsten Dreier: Any crisis is
also an opportunity to stand out among
competitors. | am convinced that we
managed to prove we are a reliable
supplier. We were unable to take all
orders as they far exceeded our supply
capabilities due to the above-mentioned
issues with raw materials availability.
However, we kept our promises.

— How did the global trends affect
the Russian market?

— Andrey Sherman: The global trends
intrinsically have an impact on everything.
The shortage in Russia was no different
from the shortage in other countries. For
many years, Russian consumers had had
an opportunity to source raw materials
from both Europe and Asia, easily shifting
their focus to the region with lower
prices thanks to comparable transport
costs. Now, sea shipping is much more
expensive and logistics play a much bigger
role in the Russian market.

— You supply both liquid and solid
saturated polyester resins to Russia.
Did the situation differ in these
segments?

— Andrey Sherman: The situation
was practically the same. All types of
polyester require the same raw materials.
However, additional difficulties arose with
liquid polyester because of solvents, for
example, during a butyla butyl glycol
supply crunch.

— What market segments does the
company prioritise now?

— Andrey Sherman: Based on our
products, consumers can develop solutions
for various markets such as automotive,
industrial paints and coatings, printing and
packaging, architecture and construction,
adhesives, adhesives and sealants. Thanks

— Thorsten Dreier: for Covestro as
a global company, the circular economy,
also known as the closed-loop economy,
is a top priority. Our future lies in increased
consumption of alternative raw materials
and renewable energy sources and the
development of innovative waste recycling
technologies.

| must admit that a few years ago
this did not resonate with the majority of
Russian consumers. However, that is now
in the past as we see growing interest from
market players, including those in Russia.
Our Russian customers realized that these
solutions help them stand out among
their rivals! Therefore, we will continue
to expand our portfolio of resins in this
direction.

Our Uralac® polyester resins are widely
used in Russia for the production of coill
coatings. In this industry, the market
tendency towards more sustainable
solutions is already pronounced. Covestro
is positive that the entire coil coating
production chain will make a huge leap
forward towards the sustainability.
Covestro offers coil coatings makers a
ready-to-use binding system comprised of
the polyester resin and the corresponding
isocyanate hardener. We have made
significant progress in developing a
number of eco-friendlier solutions in both
polyester and isocyanate components,
including products with a reduced carbon
footprint, materials based on recycled
polyethylene terephthalate and monomers
on renewable resources.

Powder paints and coatings are
perhaps the most sustainable colouring
technology with one of the smallest carbon
footprints due to the complete absence
of volatile organic compounds. Therefore,
we continue to develop eco-friendlier
resins to replace liquid coatings with
powder ones. Our goal is to achieve 30%
renewable content by 2030. Renewable
raw materials can be bio- based, owing
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to the mass balance concept, or can be
produced through waste recycling. The
development of more sustainable powder
systems encompasses various areas such
as polyester resins for thin film coatings,
substitutes for epoxy and hybrid systems,
an increase in corrosion resistance, fast-
curing resins, low temperature curing
resins applicable to both metal substrates
and heat-sensitive materials and the resins
made from renewable resources.

— Do you expect an increase in
the consumption of liquid and solid
saturated polyester resins in Russia
this year?

— Andrey Sherman: In the Russian
market, this will greatly depend on the
combination of the macroeconomic
factors, the ratio of imports and domestic
output of paints and coatings to demand
from end users. There has been a
tendency towards the substitution of
imported paints and coatings for domestic
products in the industry for the past 10 to
15 years. We remain optimistic: in the long
term, growth will continue, but each year is
unpredictable.

— What are the company’s plans
for 20227?

— Thorsten Dreier: All the above-
mentioned challenges of 2021 still exist in
our liquid and powder polyester business
and we will keep addressing them. We
will continue to collaborate with our
Russian customers on the development of
environmentally friendlier coatings as we
firmly believe that this is the future of the
coatings industry here and everywhere.

As for the situation in Russia, we are
approaching 2022 with cautious optimism.
Many factors remain uncertain in the
Russian market now, but one thing is for
sure: we are committed to our customers
as a supplier. We have been doing it for
many years now, and we will continue to
help our customers produce high-quality
coatings at the cutting edge of modern
standards set by the global industry
leaders.

LITERACY FACILITATES PROMOTION
OF QUALITY PIGMENTS IN RUSSIA

Colour pigments are inherent in the
manufacture of paints and coatings.
Their variety and applications extend
far beyond the paints and coatings
industry. Just like the other segments
of the chemical industry, the market
for pigments is facing challenges of
modernity: the sustainability trend,

the economic crisis, the COVID-19
pandemic, etc. Aleksey Demenok,
managing director at Holliday Pigments,
Russia’s largest pigment supplier, told
us how the company takes on them.
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— Your company is one of the
leading pigment suppliers operating
in the CIS that has been operating
in this market for 25 years. What key
milestones has it reached, in your
opinion?

— Indeed, Holliday Pigments entered this
market more than 25 years ago, and it has
changed considerably since then. | think the
most drastic changes are driven by growing
technology literacy of our customers.

Now, new products and formulations are
created and developed, new high-tech
facilities are set up. Manufacturers used
to tap into the Soviet era’s best practices.
Now, we have innovative companies that
succeed in both technology and marketing
among our customers. They are aware

of the importance of investing in new
promotion strategies. First and foremost,
this is the internet, applications and the
shift towards the direct communication
with customers, and | think the future is
with them. Obviously, | am talking about
the decorative segment. When it comes
to the industrial coatings one, we can see
that there is a need for new materials in
the aerospace and automobile industries.
Companies enter the market with new
products and, more importantly, new
sales strategies. This means that the
added value is growing, proprietary
formulations, manufacturing process
stages and even specialised software
are emerging. Holliday Pigments, for its
part, is also expanding its sales channels
and enhancing its IT and marketing
infrastructure. After all, it is impossible to
sell even the best product if nobody knows
about it. These are the rules nowadays. |
am convinced that one has to obey them
to succeed.

As to our sales territory, Russia is
certainly the key market for us, but we
also supply pigments to the CIS countries,
Belarus and Kazakhstan primarily.

— The sustainability is one of the
world’s widespread trends now. Does it
affect the pigment market?

— The sustainability trend has been
prevailing in Europe and the United
States for a few years now. Now, amid
the stocktaking of chemicals and the
proposed enactment of a new standard
(GOST 30333-2007), this topic is getting
traction in Russia as well. Some of our
foreign partners refer to the new standard
as ‘Russian REACH’.

Venator, Sun Chemical, SNCZ and
Kuncai represented by Holliday Pigments
in Russia have products in their portfolios
that meet high environmental standards.
Certainly, materials with ecolabels are
most often more expensive than their
counterparts without them, but this
is primarily due to the technologies
used and more stringent toxicological
control. It is generally accepted that
environmentally friendly pigment brands
will be intrinsically inferior to their
counterparts and will be more expensive.
This is true, but only in terms of prices.

In terms of their performance, modern
sustainable pigments not only match their
counterparts without an ecolabel but even
surpass them in some cases.

Environmental requirements for anti-
corrosion pigments are the most stringent
as their production technology was
historically based on chromium-containing
substances. SNCZ, which we have been
partners with for 25 years, is developing
new eco-labelled products that are on a
par with classic brands of anti-corrosive
pigments. We have seen growing interest in
these products in the Russian market lately.

— The production of pigments in the
CIS is rather poorly developed. What is
the key reason for this, and is import
substitution possible in this market in
the near future?

Pilot release
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- From my perspective, everything is
simple here. China, India and the United
States are the top pigment producing
countries now. They have customers
around the world, have honed in on
manufacturing technologies and have
built the infrastructure. In Russia, there is
a relatively small market for pigments and
it alone is insufficient for the production
to be successful in the country. | think
that both administrative and technological
aspects are likely to discourage new
players from entering the market. For local
manufacturers of high-end pigments, the
market is even smaller, which complicates
the task for them. They have to compete
with the cheap pigments that are mass-
produced abroad, and customers have
low standards for them. And then again,
let’s be honest, this is not the industry
that attracts investors’ attention. Setting
up a pigment plant does not sound
as attractive as, say, setting up a car
assembly or household appliance plant.

— Your company offers a very wide
range of colour pigments. Which of
them currently account for the bulk
of sales? How do you plan to further
diversify your product portfolio?

— Historically, Holliday Pigments has
been distributing high-quality ultramarine
pigments by Venator, and they are still
one of the pillars of our business. Demand
for ultramarine pigments is steady in
Russia now even despite the emergence
of new players from India and China.

Over the past few years, we have taken
the lead in shipments of pearlescent
pigments from our exclusive supplier
Kuncai. The market for pearlescent
pigments and the number of their
applications are growing steadily. The
decorative segment is developing
actively: we can see demand for
pearlescent pigments from powder
coatings makers growing and that from
automotive coatings and plastics makers
stay unchanged.
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When it comes to colour pigments,
there is growing demand for high-
quality organic products. An increase
in consumer activity mostly stems from
international companies’ efforts to
develop production in the CIS. To do so,
they adapt their products to the Russian
market. So, Holliday Pigments has been
marketing the materials of the industrial
pigments division of Sun Chemical in the
CIS for over 15 years now. Initially, the
supplies were insignificant and niche,
but now we see a tendency among our
customers to constantly improve their
formulations, both in terms of the price
and the technology. This suggests that
industrial engineers already pay attention
not only to the price of the product but
also to its quality.

As for the product mix expansion,
Holliday Pigments has introduced
Kuncai’s new products, namely
monochrome masterbatches based on
pearlescent pigments that, due to their
properties (they are dust-free, have
greater colour strength, high stability,
better dispersibility and significantly
increase performance) allow to optimise
the production of masterbatches and
plastics.

Importantly, we have expanded the
portfolio of our own Megaton™ products.
There were only coloured organic
pigments among them before, but were
added fat-soluble dyes to this line in
2020 thanks to the internal expertise
of our company, careful selection of
manufacturers and stringent quality
control. We have already posted all the
new items on our updated website.

— The company deals with various
consumers, including manufacturers
of industrial and decorative coatings.
What are the main preference
differences between these markets?

— Certainly, these are two completely
different markets. The decorative
market is guided by the requirements

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of customers like you and me, that is,
ordinary people. Industrial coatings, on
the other hand, are a high-tech market
that develops owing to new niches such
as coil coatings and still falls under

the influence of import substitution
programmes.

— Do you notice changes in demand
for pigments in terms of colour among
manufacturers of industrial and
decorative coatings?

— This year, PANTONE® has
designated classic blue, which epitomizes
strength and reliability, as the colour of
the year. As you know, the corporate
colour of Holliday Pigments is also blue,
so we are especially pleased with this
coincidence. The decorative segment
follows fashion trends, but demand for
bright colours such as red, yellow and
green remains steady. Among pearlescent
pigments, the undeniable leaders are gold
and silver. When it comes to industrial
colour pigments, the list of the most
popular colours barely changes. It is
unlikely that someone will repaint a tower
crane following the fashion for a particular
colour, there are certain standards here.

— Is it possible to talk about the
culture of pigment consumption among
your customers, industrial ones in
particular?

— | think so. Large manufacturers
with strong private-label brands are very
meticulous about developing and rolling
out formulations according to their own
strict internal rules and demand stability
of the materials quality and delivery times
from their suppliers. Therefore, Holliday
Pigments has its own well-equipped
laboratory where all pigments undergo
strict incoming control.

— The corona crisis has had an
impact on the pigment market from the
very beginning as it started in China,
one of the world’s largest suppliers
of pigments. How did it affect your
company’s operations? What steps did

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you take to minimise the fallout from
the pandemic restrictions?

— Indeed, this season has largely
been influenced by the corona crisis and
the introduced measures to contain the
virus. China was the first to fall under the
sway of these events, but | would like to
emphasise that our company managed
to provide its customers with pigments
without fail. Holliday Pigments cooperates
with China’s top-tier manufacturers
that have been working on making
their processes automated for several
years now, but, one way or another, the
crisis has affected both raw material
shipments and supply chains. Many of
our customers were concerned about the
situation, but there were no problems with
deliveries from China, unlike those from
India where the situation is much more
difficult. Facilities were closed and there is
still a shortage of some products.

The corona crisis definitely has
taken a toll on our company as well.
We have taken all the recommended
and mandatory measures to ensure the
safety of our employees. We continue
working on the compliance with all safety
requirements and are closely following the
recommendations of the authorities.

— What are the company’s plans?

— As the recent events have shown,
making plans is a thankless task, but we are
optimistic; we plan to develop new spheres
that | mentioned above, and we continue
to provide the highest level of service.

May a blue seagull, the symbol of Holiday
Pigments, become a foothold for our
customers in a turbulent current of events.

In 2017, our company introduced an
acrylic dispersion for the wood bind-
er market - Acrylan 128. This year we
have prepared a new product for use in
high-quality, wear-resistant coatings,
such as parquet varnishes. Our new
development - acrylic dispersion of the
premium segment Acrylan 129 - is a fur-
ther development of Acrylan 128 and is
positioned as a “harder” dispersion.

The creation of Acrylan 129 was due
to the market need for a special disper-
sion of domestic production, for use in
wear-resistant coatings, which is not in-
ferior in quality and properties to the best
Western samples, but in a more favor-
able price range. After receiving require-
ments to increase the wear resistance
and hardness of the paintwork from a
number of manufacturers, the shape
of the future dispersion was formed in
terms of the copolymer composition and
MTP.

The dispersion does not contain AREO
and formaldehyde.

POLYMER COMPOSITION

The polymer composition is formed
based on the requirements for light resis-
tance, tensile strength, coating hardness,
and abrasion resistance. These require-
ments are met by a copolymer consisting
of monomer units of esters of acrylic and
methacrylic acids. To improve adhesion
to wood and other substrates, increase
the colloidal stability of coatings, as well
as impart special properties, a number of

The dispersion has particles with a
size of about 80 nm (~0.08 um). The
smaller particle size offers a number of
advantages over standard dispersions.
For example, the small size makes it
possible to obtain a coating with a
denser packing of polymer particles,
with a lower surface roughness and, as
a result, with a higher gloss. The small
particle size increases the permeability
to porous substrates. A lower dosage of
the thickener, in comparison with dis-
persions with standard particle sizes,
makes it possible to reduce the raw cost
of the formulation of paint and varnish
materials.

MORPHOLOGY
“CORE-SHELL”

Acrylan 129 particles have a structure
consisting of a rigid core and an elas-
tic shell. The hard core of the particle,
after the formation of the film, performs
the function of a finely dispersed filler,
which provides increased resistance
to abrasion of the coating. The elastic
shell ensures the coalescence of the
dispersion particles. During the forma-
tion of the film, cross-linking occurs
along the reactive groups with which
the shell is saturated. The MTP of
the copolymer is in the range of
+25°C~+29°C.

BDHA was added to the dispersion of
Acrylan 129 in an amount of 8%. The film
was formed on a glass substrate at room

temperature for an hour. Then, to remove
the coalescent, the film was placed in an
oven and kept for seven hours at

T =105°C. The resulting films were
tested for water absorption and physical
and mechanical characteristics (tensile
strength, relative elongation, hardness).
The tensile strength index of the free
film dispersions Acrylan 128 - 23.6 MPa
and 129 - 30.4 MPa. Acrylan 129 film
strength is significantly higher.

The relative elongation of the free film
dispersions Acrylan 128 - 180%, and Acry-
lan 129 - 33%. As expected, Acrylan 129
film is less flexible than Acrylan 128 film.

Evaluation of the hardness of the
films according to the Koenig pendulum
showed that the hardness of the Acrylan
129 film (0.42 c.u.) is significantly higher
than that of Acrylan 128 (0.36 c.u.).

Comparative index of water absorp-
tion of the free film dispersions Acry-
lan 128 - 8%, and Acrylan 129 - 2.4%.
Acrylan 129 loose film has very low water
absorption. The loose film is transparent
after being removed from the water.

Based on the data obtained from com-
parative tests characterizing free films,
the following conclusions can be drawn.

eAcrylan 129 dispersion is more “rigid”
than Acrylan 128. It has higher strength
and hardness characteristics, which sug-
gests the use of this dispersion in coat-
ings subjected to increased loads. For
example, in enamels for floors and stairs,
furniture, parquet varnishes.

*The disadvantage is the higher dosage
of coalescent, which leads to higher costs
and longer coalescent evaporation time.

eCombining the dispersions Acrylan
128 and 129 makes it possible to vary
the strength characteristics of the poly-
mer over a wide range. It is possible to
use Acrylan 129 as an additive that regu-
lates the hardness of paintwork.

The aim of the development of Acrylan
129 was to obtain a product on the basis

of which it is possible to obtain a coating
similar in its properties to coatings based
on polyurethanes, as well as to use Acry-
lan 128 as a target additive to improve
the physical and mechanical characteris-
tics of Acrylan 128, where necessary.

When comparing Acrylan 129 with
aqueous dispersions of polyurethanes,
coatings based on Acrylan 129, of
course, do not reach the values in terms
of physical and mechanical characteris-
tics obtained in coatings based on poly-
urethanes. But due to excellent water
and light resistance, good strength char-
acteristics and much lower cost
(2-3 times lower), Acrylan 129 dispersion
has a better price-quality ratio.

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When the Lenet card was
bent, white stripes appeared
on the competitor’s sample,
which indicates insufficient
elasticity of the coating. The
coating based on DYFLEX® LP
1225 remained unchanged, its
elasticity is higher compared
to the competitor.

COATINGS ON MINERAL SURFACES

A wide range of binders are used to
protect cementitious or mineral surfaces
such as concrete, stone, tiles, which are
often found in garages, unloading areas,
terraces or sidewalks.
